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Crew Injured When Medevac Helicopter Makes Emergency Landing
MAZAR-E-SHARIF, AFGHANISTAN – Four crew members were injured today when an HH-60 Blackhawk medevac helicopter made an emergency landing southwest of Chaghcharam, Afghanistan. 
Capt. Joshua Denault from Manchester, N.H. and Chief Warrant Officer 2 Lawrance Aitken from Cedar Park, Texas, were the pilots, Staff Sgt. Doug Schletz from St. Petersburg, Fl., a flight medic, and Sgt. Christopher Milana from Land O’Lakes, Fl., the crew chief, all members of the Florida National Guard assigned to Fox company, 5th Battalion, 159th General Support Aviation, were evacuated from the scene to forward operating base Herat where they were treated for minor injuries and are listed in stable condition.
	Their helicopter was one of two responding to a medevac request from Coalition forces just after Midnight in the Ghor province when it was forced to make an emergency landing.  The lead helicopter evacuated two Afghan National Army Soldiers after Lithuanian forces secured the site and pulled the four crew members from the downed helicopter, and then returned to pick up the injured flight crew.
	An investigation into the cause of the incident is currently being conducted.
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
