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A Ch-47 Chinook made a precautionary landing in a field 5-miles west of Gera, Germany at approximately 12:15 p.m. on Sept. 29, 2014. The system alerted the aircrew that there may have been a problem with the aircraft.

The cause of the precautionary landing is still being investigated.

Once the safety concern was identified, the Chinook landed and the other aircraft continued with the mission. On Sept. 30, 2014 a Chinook carrying replacement parts landed and crews began repairing the downed helicopter. Repairs are being done as quickly and safely as possible to assure an expedient departure from the area.

The Chinook was carrying Soldiers to Poland in support of Operation Atlantic Resolve. Those soldiers were placed in local lodging for the evening and returned to USAG Ansbach the next morning, by way of the Chinook that brought the replacement parts. There were no reported injuries. 
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
